RP-019N Update: Generics and Biologicals 
Will Move to a Standardized Pricing Model  
Effective September 1, 2023, Reimbursement Policy (RP)-019N: Drugs and Biologicals will move 

from a tiered pricing model for generic and brand drugs (or biologicals) to a standardized reimbursement 

method based on the Average Sales Price (ASP) + 20%.
