Farxiga is recognized to be as clinically safe and effective as other medications in the sodium-glucose 

transport protein (SGLT)-2 class and has a greater number of approved indications. It is prescribed to 

adults with chronic kidney disease (CKD), heart failure, and type 2 diabetes.
